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JUNE 20, 2018

The meeting of June 20, 2018 was called to order at 7:30 PM by Mayor
Dan M. Foy in the Council Chambers at 6530 West 79™ Street Burbank, Illinois.

Mayor Foy requested a roll call which indicated the following members present:
Alderwoman Gagle, Alderwoman Gustafson, Alderman Grider, Alderman
Pacella, Alderman Piznarski, Alderman Pyle, Mayor Foy, Clerk Szymeczak,
Treasurer Viverito and Attorney Vince Cainkar. Absent: Alderman Contreras.

Mayor Foy asked all to rise for the Pledge of Allegiance.

Alderman James Grider made a motion seconded by Alderwoman Gustafson to
approve the minutes of May 23, 2018. The motion was unanimously approved
by voice vote and so declared by the Chair.

Alderman James Grider made a motion seconded by Alderwoman Gagle to
approve the current list of bills. A roll call indicated 6 Ayes and 0 Nays. Voting
Aye: Alderwoman Gagle, Alderwoman Gustafson, Alderman Grider, Alderman
Pacella, Alderman Piznarski and Alderman Pyle.

Clerk Szymeczak reported that City Hall would be closed on Wednesday July 4"
in observance of Independence Day.

Mayor Foy asked for a motion to adopt Ordinance # 10-6-18 granting a special
use to St. Albert the Great Church for a carnival to be held from August 23,
2018 to August 26, 2018. The motion was made by Alderman Grider and
seconded by Alderman Pyle. A roll call indicated 6 Ayes and 0 Nays. Voting
Aye: Alderwoman Gagle, Alderwoman Gustafson, Alderman Grider, Alderman
Pacella. Alderman Piznarski and Alderman Pyle.

Alderman Mitch Piznarski made a motion seconded by Alderwoman Gustafson
to authorize the City of Burbank to purchase a 2019 International Series 7400
Combination Dump / Plow Truck not to exceed $135,000.00. A roll call
indicated 6 Ayes and 0 Nays. Voting Aye: Alderwoman Gagle, Alderwoman
Gustafson, Alderman Grider, Alderman Pacella, Alderman Piznarski and
Alderman Pyle.
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Alderwoman Barb Gagle made a motion seconded by Alderman Pacella to re-
appoint Fire Chief Dave Gilgenberg II to the Fire Pension Board for a 3 year
term which expires on April 30, 2021. A roll call indicated 6 Ayes and 0 Nays.
Voting Aye: Alderwoman Gagle, Alderwoman Gustafson, Alderman Grider,
Alderman Pacella, Alderman Piznarski and Alderman Pyle.

Alderman Mitch Piznarski made a motion seconded by Alderwoman Gagle to
have the City Attorney prepare an ordinance for Petition # 18-05-1 Alfonso
Torres 8245 S. Long Ave. who requested a variation to install a 6° privacy fence
on front yard side set back which was approved by Zoning. Alderman Piznarski
also asked that the petitioner be allowed to begin construction immediately due
to the summer City Council scheduling. A roll call indicated 6 Ayes and 0
Nays: Voting Aye: Alderwoman Gagle, Alderwoman Gustafson, Alderman
Grider, Alderman Pacella, Alderman Piznarski and Alderman Pyle.

Alderman Piznarski then made a motion seconded by Alderman Pyle to adopt
Ordinance #11-6-18 authorizing a variation to allow the construction of a 6’
front/side yard fence for the property located at 7949 South Neenah, Burbank, I1.
A roll call indicated 7 Ayes and 0 Nays. Voting Aye: Alderwoman Gagle,
Alderwoman Gustafson, Alderman Grider, Alderman Pacella, Alderman
Piznarski and Alderman Pyle.

The Chair recognized Charles Bandusky 8548 South LaVergne who made
inquiries about City vehicle stickers and police department presence in certain
areas of the City. Both concerns were answered by the respective department
heads.

The Chair then recognized Frank Pryztula 8503 South Oak Park who had a
question about building and zoning easements where new condtruction was
concerned. The matter was clarified by Building / Zoning Commissioner Dave
Ricchiuto.

Mayor Foy then directed any students in the audience from Reavis High School
to have their government class forms signed by any of the City Officials at the
adjournment of the Council Meeting.
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ADJOURNMENT There being no further business, the Chair asked for a motion to adjourn. The
motion was made by Alderwoman Gustafson and seconded by Alderman Pacella
with unanimous voice approval and so declared by the Chair.
